Use command man to find the usage of a command.

> man passwd (Enter)

; (comments) find the usage of command passwd.

> man man

> man –k file

; find the commands related to file.

> date

; show the current date.

> ls

; list files and subdirectories (folders) in the current directory.

> pwd

; print working directory.

>  mkdir cs440

; build a subdirectory named cs440

> cd cs440

; change current directory to cs440

> ls -l

; list the files/folder in the current directory with more details.

>cd ..

; change current directory to upper level (parent directory).

General form of a UNIX command:

> command 
[ - options ]
[ arguments ]

Syntax to edit a file:
pico file-name

> pico hello.cpp

> g++ hello.cpp

; compiling a C++ program.

> a.out

; run the C++ program.

Syntax to view a file:


cat file-name 

; whole file

more file-name  
; one screen a time; use space key to continue and q to quit

> cat hello.cpp

> more hello.cpp

> cat hello.cpp | more

; here | is called pipe that connects the output of former command to the input the latter command.

> who

; show the users who login.

> finger  

; show the users who login in details.

> whoami

> cal

; calendar of the current month

> cal 11 1963
