Use ; to separate multi-commands.

> date ; who

Redirection operators: >; >>

> a.out > output.txt

; The results of execution of a.out are written to file output.txt which is automatically created.

> a.out >> output.txt

; The results of execution of a.out are appended to file output.txt that is automatically created.

Try:

> cal 2000 > cal_2000

> date >> cal_2000

Create a new file with cat >; use Ctrl-d to exit.

> cat > notes

(type notes here)

(Ctrl-d)

> clear

; clear monitor

Delete file syntax:
rm 
(file_name)

Delete folder syntax:
rmdir
(folder_name)

; Assuming the folder is empty.

Copy file syntax:
cp src_file  dest_file

> cp /etc/passwd  .

; copy passwd file of /etc/ folder to the current folder and keep the same name.

Set the file accessing permission with chmod:

Syntax:
chmod   (ugo +/- rwx) file-name

u: user self; g: users in the same group; o: users not in the same group.

+: set permission; - deny permission.

r: read; w: write; x: execution.

> chmod u-r cal_2000

; remove myself permission to read the file cal_2000.
